e Blankets & comforters (washed) e Pillows (new only)
e Brooms, mops, & dust pans e Pot and pan sets
e Complete sheet sets (washed) e Sets of dishes (minimum of plates
e Cutlery (sharp knives) and bowls)
e Cutting boards e Shower curtains and rings
e Glassware e Silverware sets
e Hot pads and kitchen towels o Swiffer sets and refills
e Ironing boards and irons e Toasters
e Kitchenware (measuring sets, mixing e Towel sets (washed)
bowls, can opener, colanders, e Tupperware sets
cooking utensils) e Vacuums (working only)
We DO NOT accept:

Clothes, shoes, jewelry, and accessories (gently used or new baby clothes accepted
ONLY by appointment)

Used toys & stuffed animals

Used pillows

Older computers/TVs, Cellphones
Used/opened cleaning or toiletry products
Travel-sized toiletry products

Used brooms, brushes, or mops

Beach towels

Books, playing cards, & knick-knacks
Seasonal/Holiday Items (except by approval)
Broken, torn, or stained items of ANY kind
Items that are not new or gently used
